Praying Scripture

Over Leadership:

Pray for godly discernment and wisdom for pastors, staff and leadership.
James 1:5; Ephesians 1:16-17

Ask that BBC’s Pastor would “trust in the Lord with all his heart and lean not on his
own understanding. In all his ways acknowledging God so that He will direct his
path.”

Proverbs 3:5-6

Pray that BBC staff and leadership would be covered and protected by God, who will
give angels charge over them to keep them wherever they go.

Pray that the staff of BBC would do the work of God without growing weary or faint.

For
shoes, pray that they will put on the peace that comes from the Good News, so that
they will be fully prepared. Ask the Lord to arm them with faith as their shield to
stop the fiery arrows of the enemy. Pray that they will put on as their helmet
salvation, and take the sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God.
